It is a pleasure to offer an impressive selection of young Gevrey
from this rising star highlighted by 2019s including a Methuselah of Lavaut St. Jacques, a Jeroboam
of Clos de Beze, magnums of Chambertin and Latricieres, and those rarest Griottes! Meo-Camuzet is
one of the most important Domaines in all of Burgundy, run today by Jean-Nicolas Meo and having
in the past been advised by none other than Henri Jayer. We are exceptionally excited to share an
all-magnum consignment from Meo-Camuzet including 1990 Clos Vougeot, three vintages of Brulees,
2006 Richebourg and 2005 Cros Parantoux!!!

The grape leaf turns over to White Burgundy with
multiple selections from Coche-Dury, Leflaive, Faiveley, Raveneau, and Sauzet. All in all, it is difficult
to find this much top young Burgundy all in one spot, and yet here it all is for the convenience of your
bidding pleasure!!!
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Lots 695-757 are brought to you by two astute collectors with highly sought-after selections from
DRC and D’Auvenay. More than two dozen lots of DRC include several offerings each of Echezeaux
and Grands Echezeaux as well as 1993 and 1995 La Tache, seven vintages of Richebourg back to 1989,
and four vintages of Romanee Conti itselfled by three bottles of the 1995!!! And all these bottles were
purchased on release and ideally stored since then! Precious gems from D’Auvenay include Bonnes
Mares back to 2003 and 2009 Mazis to give good accounting for the reds. The whites are headlined
by three bottles each of 2012 Batard, 2009 Chevalier and 2011 Criots, as well as a slew of Meursault
and Puligny single vineyard wines!!! Every lot is a highlight!
