We are honored to welcome back The Phantom of the Auction, lots 1-141, to open day one of the first Hong
Kong sale of 2026! This truly spectacular and melodic collection resonates with the power and sweet music of fine
and rare wine, built by a family we have known since the very beginning of our replanted auction roots in the late
1990s. Astutely collected over decades and passed from generation to generation, The Phantom returns with one
hundred forty-one lots led by Burgundy’s finest, including sixty-four selections from Domaine de la Romanée-
Conti, followed by celebrated Champagne names including Dom Pérignon, Jacques Selosse, Krug, Salon, and
Veuve Clicquot, again distinguished by pristine provenance. All wines were recently removed from professional
storage in Europe, and we are proud to present The Phantom of the Auction once again!

On day two, in lots 735-790, we feature Icons of the Spirits World: Karuizawa & Macallan, fifty-six lots of highly
collectible whisky from three discerning collectors. The spotlight shines on Karuizawa, Japan’s most storied closed
distillery, with nearly fifty-four lots offered from this legendary name. Founded in 1955 and shuttered in 2000,
Karuizawa’s remaining casks represent a finite and vanishing legacy, rendering these whiskies among the rarest and
most sought after in the world. Equally compelling Scotch selections follow, led by a complete set of The Macallan
Numbers One through Six and culminating in the exceptionally rare Macallan Fifty-Two-Year-Old 1950 from the Fine
& Rare series, distilled in nineteen fifty and bottled after fifty-two years of maturation!! A thrilling opportunity to
acquire true icons of the spirits world.

The star of day two is The Immaculate Collection of the Chairman, lots 791-1193, one of the most important
private collections in the world and one we have the privilege of knowing quite well. Built with staggering depth
and impeccable provenance, the cellar reflects The Chairman’s long-standing passion for Bordeaux and decades of
direct relationships with the region’s greatest estates. Fittingly, Bordeaux dominates the collection with more than
three hundred sixty lots, many in large formats and original wooden cases. Highlights include First Growth and
Right Bank royalty from the 21 Century led by Angelus, Cheval Blanc, Lafite, Latour, Mouton Rothschild, and
Pétrus, complemented by rare back-vintage releases direct from the chateaux such as Latour 1961 in original wood
and late-released Pétrus 1969. Select treasures from Burgundy and the Rhone, with highlights from Domaine de
la Romanée-Conti alongside Rhone greats including Guigal, Chapoutier, and Jaboulet, provide further dimension
to this extraordinary offering. A collection like this comes around once in a generation, and we are thrilled to
continue to present The Immaculate Collection of the Chairman!!
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Highlighting the third day of the sale is The Spectacular Collection of the Northern Star, in lots 1453-1660.
Some collections shine so brightly that you can see them for decades, and this is one of the ones—make that one of
one. More than two hundred stellar selections come from a collector who has been a beacon of light for us for years,
a cold-climate friend who is always talking, thinking, and drinking Burgundy. All wines were purchased on release
from his local importer and have rested undisturbed in perfect storage from day one—nothing has moved until
now!! We begin with sixty-five lots of First Growth and Right Bank royalty, many offered in original wooden cases
and impressive large formats as a grand segue to one hundred and thirty-six jewels from none other than Domaine
de la Romanée-Conti!!! The DRC selection spans a remarkable range of vintages, from 1995 through 2021, as well
as formats, with bottles joined by Magnums, Jeroboams, and Methuselahs, oh my!!! Mighty Montrachet completes
the DRC lineup in fine fashion with a supporting cast of Montrachet from Drouhin, J. Prieur, and Sauzet! This

is an impeccably sourced offering from a collector who lives and breathes the world’s greatest wines. Ladies and
Gentlemen, we proudly present to you The Spectacular Collection of the Northern Star!!!

A who's who of Burgundy’s top producers will be in town for the weekend, together offering seven Domaine-Direct
consignments across lots 1661-1708. The group includes Domaines Alex Moreau, Antoine Jobard, Jean-Marc
Roulot, Denis Mortet, Jean-Marie Fourrier, Pierre Duroché, and Hudelot-Noéllat, each gracing us with a small,
carefully chosen selection direct from their cellars! It will be an honor to not only welcome their wines to our
catalog, but also to welcome these illustrious producers to Hong Kong in person this weekend!

Closing out this monumental sale, lots 1724-1962, are Legacy Selections of a Noted Restaurateur. With more
than thirty years devoted to the food and beverage industry, this distinguished restaurateur built a tremendous
cellar based on his outstanding palate. Refined over decades, it guided a collection anchored by great taste, great
celebrations, and an enthusiasm for sharing exceptional bottles with friends. These two-hundred and thirty-nine
lots are dominated by Bordeaux, featuring one hundred and ninety-six selections anchored by a concentration of
large formats and benchmark vintages. The spotlight shines on magnums of 2005 Angélus and Ausone; 1990
Beau-Séjour Duffau-Lagarrosse in both magnum and jeroboam; imperials of 2005 Cheval Blanc and Haut-Brion;
and a sweet sixteen selections from Cos d’Estournel, including twelve-bottle parcels of 2009. Further notables
feature sixteen lots from La Mission Haut-Brion, large formats from Lafite, Latour, Margaux, and Mouton, and
further depth from Ducru-Beaucaillou, Lafleur, Léoville Las Cases, Montrose, Palmer, and more. Burgundy
selections include 2016 Comte Liger-Belair Clos de Vougeot and six magnums of 2005 Clos de Tart, alongside
Dugat-Py, Dujac, and Lamarche! The Rhone is led by Beaucastel, Guigal La-La’s, and four vintages of Chave
Hermitage, before the collection concludes with a Methuselah of 1996 Dom Pérignon Rosé! All wines were
removed from professional, climate-controlled storage, offered from the distinguished private cellar of our late
restaurateur and friend.
